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The students in this course will be taught to use English to communicate in the modern world. The goal is for them to speak English in a natural, confident way to express their ideas
and exchange opinions and information. They will also be able to start to use English to study academic subjects. Focus in the third year will be on proactive learning; being able to
apply the skills they already have for finding answers to more challenging English problems independently. This is a four skills course, but with the primary goal of improving
students' speaking skills. In this third year, we will also start to build upon previous learning to begin to write a variety of multi-paragraph responses.
